The intention behind the exhibition is twofold.  Firstly, to showcase some
imaginative, beautiful and very high quality contemporary work.  Secondly to
look at the extent to which jewellery and metalwork can reveal particular
concerns/traditions/techniques within very different cultures to our own.
We do live in a world in which the internet and cheap air travel has meant
even distant countries appear nearer and more familiar.  However that famili-
arity is both confirmed and questioned in this exhibition.

Pacific Rim does show common ground in the work of selected jewellers both
technically and conceptually – enamel work; images from the natural world;
concern with domestic traditions; mixed media etc.  However it also highlights
strong differences which make it an interesting reflection on the way that
cultural difference is highlighted, sometimes deliberately, sometimes subcon-
sciously, in contemporary objects.

Artists also travel freely.  The Korean exhibitors reveal this particularly well.
Eunmee Chung is based in USA – having trained in both countries and shares
both a narrative tradition with US work but the narratives are based in sym-
bols from Korea – clouds, flowers etc. and also use of material – paper.
William Lee is based in UK – silversmith – but his forms are clearly derived
from traditional Korean shapes.
